Great Altai. Russia – 2019

I. General regulations
The International Tourist-Sports Festival Great Altai. Russia – 2019 (hereinafter "the Festival") is a complex tourist-sports event that engages athletes and youth participants from different countries in a variety of sport tourism disciplines.

The Festival is held under the auspices of Our Common Home – Altai, the International Coordinating Council. The Festival is included into the plan of the international youth events of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation, planned schedule of interregional, all-russian and international physical training and athletic events of Altai Krai and the Russian Federation as of 2019.

The Festival sport events are included into the schedule plans of the International Federation of Sports Tourism, the International Rafting Federation, the World Air Sports Federation (FAI), sports federations of Altai Krai of the Russian Federation.

The Festival is a regular event that is held biennially in the constituent territories of the Altai Mountains. 
The International Altai Sports Committee (hereinafter "The Organizing Committee") is the main governing body of the Festival.

The Russian language is the official language of the Festival 2019.

II. Goals and objectives of the Festival
Goals and objectives of the Festival are:

· to strengthen the international cooperation and unite youth and athletes together;

· to improve sports skills of the participants, and determine the best athletes and teams of different countries;

· to develop the international cooperation between SCO countries and the administrative divisions of Mongolia, China, Kazakhstan and Russia (the members of ICC Our Common Home ​– Altai);

· to create an image of Great Altai as a suitable place for the development of the international ethnographic adventure travelling and different sports tourism disciplines.

III.  Dates and the venue of the Festival
The Festival is held in Altai Krai (Russia) on June 7-16, 2019.

The main venues of the Festival are Belokuriha, Smolenskiy and Altaiskiy districts of Altai Krai.

The opening ceremony will be held in the Belokurikha-2 resort sub-cluster. The closing ceremony will be held in the Turquoise Katun Tourism and Recreation Zone, Special Economic Zone.

The Organizing Committee determines the exact place of the base camps and courses of the competitions.
IV. Programme of the Festival
The events of the Festival are:

· Competitions in international sport disciplines:

· sports tourism (hiking, nautical tourism, cycling, hillwalking, combined tourism, caravanning, motorcycling) competitions;

· rafting;

· mountaineering;

· rock-climbing;

· sport fishing;
· tug-of-war;
· paragliding and powered paragliding;
· orienteering.

· Competitions in national sport disciplines:
· Kazakh wrestling (Qazaq kúresі)

· Bull-like tug-of-war (Býhasha tartys)

· arm-wrestling;
· gorodki.
· The cultural programme of the Festival includes a great variety of national artistic performances of the member-state.
The regulations and the terms of every event are being elaborated separately.

The regulations of the international sports tourism, rafting and paragliding competitions are being elaborated by the relevant International Federations. The regulations of the other sport disciplines are being elaborated by sports federations of the Russian Federation (Altai Krai) and are being coordinated with the Altai Krai Administration of Sport and Youth Affairs.

The dispute resolutions are to be handled by the Arbitration Committee. Our Common Home – Altai, the International Coordinating Council advises to have 1 representative for the Arbitration Committee from China, Mongolia, Kazakhstan and 2 representatives from Russia.

VI. The Festival guests and participants
The Festival is available for the participation for teams and athletes from different countries, though the number of teams is limited. No more than 10 teams from Russia, no more than 5 teams from Kazakhstan, China and Mongolia, and no more than 2 teams from other countries shall participate in the Festival ranking. The Head of the delegation, the Deputy of the Head of the delegation and the Delegation Assistant can affiliate to the country delegation. The terms of their affiliation shall be agreed with the organizers. Visa, customs and transition documents for the Festival participants shall be processed by the tourist and other organisations of the member-states.
The advised team roster for the participation in the Festival stands at 10 people, including 1 team representative (coach), 1 referee (the deputy of the team representative), 6-8 athletes (including 1 woman minimum).
The requirements to the participation in the Festival and the team roaster (crew) are being presented separately in the terms of the running the competitions in every sport discipline of the Festival. 

The Festival participants shall have the necessary equipment and gear required for the accommodation under field conditions. The Festival organizers shall provide participants with the special team sports equipment.
The Festival guests can accommodate in nearby hotels and in the field environment locations, which are being determined by the Commandant’s Service of the Festival. 

VII. Safety
Heads of the delegations (team representatives) are fully responsible for the delegation members' compliance with the requirements of the organizers of the Festival. 

The participants of the Festival are obliged to comply with the local laws, competition rules, safety regulations and environmental friendliness.

Any outstanding matters should be resolved through a discussion between the head of the delegation and the organizers of the Festival.

VIII. Festival Funding
All the expenses connected to the organisation of the Festival are being covered on the account of:

· funds of Altai Krai Government;
· funds of municipal budgets of Altai Krai;

· funds of Child and Youth Tourism Association of Altai Krai;

· internal funds of the Festival's partners;

· external sponsor funds;

· global engagement, youth exchange, sport and tourism development grants’ funds;

· participants and guests arrangement fee funds. 

Registration fee for the participants of the Festival from Russia (and, possibly, from the border regions of other countries) is $30 and includes a merchandise kit, a pass tag and also grants access to the special team gear. Field meals, accommodation and transportation are organised and covered at Russian teams' own cost and expense pay.
Admission fee for the participants from other countries is $100 and includes a registration fee, organisation of field meals and transportation within the territory of Altai Krai. Foreign delegations shall have their own equipment and gear required for the accommodation under field conditions. Provision of this equipment by the organizers is negotiated separately.
Participants outside the main delegations (guests, spectators, tourists) cover the transportation, accommodation, food and registration expenses at their own cost pay.

IX. Award
The winners are decided separately for each event (course). Provision is made for the festival ranking among the participating countries based on the results achieved in several events predetermined by the organizing committee (Appendix 1).

Only one (best) team per country enters the international festival table.
Medal table is determined by the amount of golden, silver and bronze medals won by the sportsmen (team) of each participating country. The medal table results are unofficial and are not going to be used for the awards, the protocols are not affirmed.
The participants earning the prize-place in their respective Festival's sport competition events are awarded with diplomas, medals and promotional gifts. The winning teams and the prize-winners are awarded with diplomas, cups and promotional gifts. The winners of the competitive events are awarded with diplomas and gifts.

*Individual competitions (1 person) - sports tourism (distance-aquatic-kayak, distance-on foot), rock-climbing, mountaineering (skyrunning), sport fishing, orienteering, paragliding, powered paragliding, national sports.
**Pair competitions (2 people) - sports tourism (distance-aquatic-catamaran 2, distance-mountain-rope team (two man speed climbing), cycling).
Athletes (pairs, teams) taking 21st place or lower do not receive points.

For the competitions where the number of the participants (pairs, team) was less than 10, points are distributed with 0.5 multiplier. If the number of athletes (pairs, teams) was less than 5, the points are not going to be awarded. No more than 1 result per the sport discipline is taken into account.
An athlete taking part in individual and (or) pair competitions (international or national sports) whose score is present on the festival table is obliged to participate in, at least, one team competition (rafting, tug-of-war or sports tourism).
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
